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Section 101 of HB 2533 (budget reconciliation; public finances) enacts session law regarding the privatization of State telecommunications services.  The main features of the law are listed below.
· GITA, in consultation with ADOA, must prepare and submit an actionable RFP for privatization of telecommunications services, having received a minimum of conditional ITAC approval, to JCCR for review by October 31, 2003.

· ADOA shall provide comments on the draft RFP to JCCR by October 31, 2003.

· The RFP shall provide for the telecommunications requirements of state agencies and their branches, regardless of location. 

· The RFP shall require all responses to leverage network equipment that has already been procured by state agencies.  
· All RFP responses shall provide a scalable, centralized, statewide, converged voice, video and data solution pursuant to GITA target architecture that streamlines state agency communications and enables such services as state government N11 abbreviated dialing.
· ADOA shall administer any contract(s) issued pursuant to the RFP.

· ADOA shall issue the RFP within ten business days after JCCR review.

· ADOA shall issue any contract or contracts pursuant to the RFP within 120 days of issuance of the RFP, contingent on ITAC approval.

· At least ten days prior to entering into any contract(s), ADOA shall submit the contract provisions to JCCR for review in executive session, along with data comparing the costs and technology provided under the contract(s) versus ATS. 
· GITA and ADOA shall provide monthly updates to JCCR on the status of the project, including any related expenditures. 
· Makes $500,000 available to GITA from the Telecommunications and Technology Fund for preparation of the RFP.
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
